E kayaking and gardening. Now his at-home business is
also certified in the Sustainable Sandhills Green

Business Program.

Mr. Lewis does his writing at his home office. Inside, Mr. Lewis has
converted the lighting to be energy efficient, has installed a water efficient
toilet, and has painted with low Volatile Organic Compound (VOC). His
appliances are Energy Star rated, and he uses a lot of recycled content
material - such as post-it notes, office paper, and envelopes.

His yard houses both his honey farm and an
herb garden. Mr. Lewis grows jalapenos, basil,
parsley, Swiss chard, garlic, and onions among

many other seasonal and non-seasonal plants. He
also has nine rain barrels that collect rain from his
gutters and other places. He uses the rainwater for
his garden, to wash his car, and to do a variety of
other things that do not require potable water.

Also, you will not find pesticides on his land. Rather, he uses natural
alternatives, such as planting lemon plants to keep away mosquitoes.
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Melvin Lewis is a strong advocate for
sustainability and his Honey Farm and
Writing Service is a great example of an
extremely environmentally friendly
operation! Since this is his first time being
certified as a Sustainable Sandhills Green Business, the certification lasts for
one year.
